____The manuscript should be arranged as follows: Title page, abstract, introduction, subjects and methods,
results, discussion, references, tables, figure legends and figures.

____The word count for the manuscript includes references, tables, figure legends, and figures (Count each
table and figure as 150 words, respectively. All the tables and figures must be included within the stipulated
word count.). Number the manuscript pages consecutively, with the title page counted as page 1.
___Figures (including black and white and color figures) and tables should be numbered in the order they
are cited in the text. High-resolution figures are essential for endoscopy. The resolution must be at least 350
pDi.

_ Please list on the title page the title of the article, name (s) of the authors, department and institution,
acknowledgement of any research funding, if any, contact information (for proof-reading and reprint request),
short title heading (not exceeding 40 spaces), and key words.

____The abstract should briefly state the objectives, results, and conclusions of the research. Avoid abbrevia-
tions and avoid citing references in the abstract.
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~_ Figure legends and tables should be in English. Figures and tables should include sufficient information
to interpret them without referring to the text.

_ Abstract must be within the stipulated number of words on a separate page.

_ Abstract should include the title of the article, name (s) of the author (s), department and institution in
English.

____If the work was presented at a scientific meeting (s), the meeting (s) should be stated at the end of the
text.

_In an article, in which histopathological findings play an important role, responsibility must be clarified by
either including the pathologist responsible for describing the findings and pathological diagnosis as a co—
author or clearly identifying him or her in the acknowledgements.

__When using abbreviations, write out the term in full when it first appears in the article.

___Names in foreign languages (names of people (upper case), drug names, etc.) should be written in the
original language. Write drug names out using generic names, to the extent possible.

____Use Arabic numerals for numbers. S.I. units (International System of Units) are used throughout: m, cm,
mm, cm? mL, dL, kg, g, mg, etc.

_ The following symbols are used for headings of sections.

Photographs are numbered as figures and submitted on a paper. Prepare each image, if feasible, 5 to 6 cm
wide. Letters or arrows must be embedded within the photograph. In principle, up to 9 color photographs will
be accepted free of charge. The actual cost for reproduction of more than 9 photographs in color will be
charged to the author (¥10,000 per photograph). In principle, composite or montage photographs will not be
accepted.

Images in color will be printed at the end of the publication.

Please prepare one copies of the manuscript (including figures, tables, photos, etc.). Save the data on a CD
or USB stick and send it together with the manuscript indicating the model and software name used.
